Ash Wednesday is the entrance rite for Lent.  Throughout this 

Lenten season our liturgical services will begin with a few 

thoughts that will help us focus our attentive listening to the 

word of God.  The use of ashes originally signified mourning 

and contrition. In the early Church the use of ashes was a 

penitential ceremony to mark those who had committed serious 

public sin. At the beginning of Lent sinners were cast out of the 

church in order to perform penitence and works of charity so that 

they may return to the church on Holy Thursday to be 

reconciled.  Today the use of ashes marks us with a sign of faith 

and initiates a call to pray, fast, and give to the poor without 

calling attention to ourselves.    On Ash Wednesday we enter 

into the time established for the purification of our souls. (see 

Sourcebook, 2010 and Circular Letter Concerning the 

Preparation and Celebration of the Easter Feasts, 1988)

Lent in the upper church at 6:30 PM. All are welcome! 

WEDNESDAYS IN LENT:  Bishop McDonnell has called for 

all Catholic Churches to be open on Wednesday nights 

throughout Lent.  We already have adoration in the lower 

Church each Wednesday from 9:00 am until Benediction at 6:00 

pm.  There is a Mass in Spanish at 6:00 pm and we will continue 

to leave the church open until 7:30 pm.  Stop by for a moment of 

quiet, a chance to talk with a priest or have your confession 

heard.

LENTEN REFLECTION 

On the Last Words of Christ 

 

Father, into Your hands I 

commend My spirit! (Luke 

23:46) 

 

 When properly done, 

entering in and living out the 

holy Season of Lent is never a 

burden. Instead, it is a privilege.  

Although following 

Jesus into the ―desert‖ of testing, 

pain and purification (in mind, 

body and soul) is not always easy 

or enjoyable, we walk nonetheless. We confidently trust in 

the One who faithfully leads the way (Matthew 11:28-30). 

 “Do not let your hearts be troubled. You have faith 

in God, have faith also in Me . . . For where I am going, you 

know the way.” Thomas replied, “Master, we do not know 

where You are going, how can we know the way?” Jesus 

continued: “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No-one 

goes to the Father but through me! If you know Me, you know 

My Father as well!” (John 14:4-7) 

 Therefore, as Disciples, we courageously walk by 

Faith and not by sight (2Corinthians 5:7). We do so with trust 

and out of necessity. For the hungry spiritual heart requires 

morsels of Christ-centered love, humility and obedience 

before the temperamental flesh can find strength and 

appreciation though a brutal Cross. For the foolishness of 

God is wiser than any human; and the weakness of God is 

stronger than all people (1Corinthians 1:22-25) – Amen!  

 Therefore, no-one lives for oneself, and no one dies 

for oneself. For if we live, we live for the Lord; and if we die, 

we die for the Lord! Therefore, whether we live or die, we are 

the Lord’s! For this is why Christ died and came to life 

again, so that He may be Lord of both the dead and the 

living!

 To the eyes of flesh, all seemed lost and in vain 

when Jesus was brutally nailed to the Roman tree of torture
