le corresponde. .2.- ¢ De donde viene la injusticia? Jesus, que se
sitian en el debate de aquel tiempo sobre lo que es puro y lo que
es impuro: ""Nada hay fuera del hombre gue, entrando en él,
pueda contaminarle; sino lo que sale del hombre, eso es lo
gue contamina al hombre...

NEW ALTAR SERVERS: People have begun asking when our
next Altar Server Training will take place. To be an Altar
Server, you must be in 4™ grade or older to be in training and
have received first Eucharist. Serving is a great honor but also a
huge responsibility.

COLD AND FLU SEASON IS HERE. So please keep in mind
three things:

1) Refrain from receiving from the cup if you are feeling
ill or have a cold. Eucharistic Ministers are taught to wipe
the chalice with a clean part of the purificator, and the
chalices are washed with hot, soapy water after every
Mass. But if you do not feel well, please do not receive
from the cup. The fullness of Jesus’ presence is in either
species (bread or wine). If you are not receiving from the
chalice, it is customary to make a bow when you pass by as
a sign of respect.

2) You are encouraged to receive the Sacred Body on
your hands rather than the tongue (to avoid passing on
saliva to the Eucharistic Minister).

3) Some people choose to make the sign of peace through
a wave or a bow rather than shaking hands. Please don’t
take it as a sign of disrespect. It is sometimes awkward to
adjust, but a courteous wave back is a friendly response.

SECOND_SUNDAY OF LENT: In our first reading from
Genesis we hear an ancient story that relates to us the origins of
the people of Israel. In this story God tells Abram that his
descendents will equal the number of stars in the sky. Are not
each one of us a star in that ancient sky? The Responsorial
Psalm is a dialogue of trust with God that gives us strength
through our Lenten weeks of fasting and abstinence, and our
second reading from Saint Paul shows us the perspective of
living in the world, but not living for the world.

The Second Sunday of Lent is reserved for the story of the
Transfiguration of the Lord. This is a typical account from Luke;
Jesus went up the mountain to pray. Peter and James witness his
glory and hear the voice of God; but they can’t comprehend what
has transpired. (Handbook of Proclaimers of the Word, 2009).

Was this a visit by Moses and Elijah to give Jesus strength for
His journey? Is this event a clue for the apostles to help them
understand Jesus’ death? Perhaps during our own preparation
for Easter we should find an elevated, quiet place to pray and
escape the things of this world for a short time. We find strength
in the ability to pray to Jesus and answers to our questions.
