We steward our treasure... The collection for week, 12/27, totaled
$14,088 (we aim for $13,000 per week). This came through 556 adult
envelopes, 0 children’s envelopes, with $756 in loose cash. The collection
for 1/3 totaled $16,757.50. This came through 543 adult envelopes, 0
children’s envelopes, with $541.00 in loose cash. These last two collections
of the year made a great difference in meeting budget. From July through
December we budgeted $338,000 and we received $333,066.62. We still
have a ways to go to catch up to our budgeted collections, but with your
help we can keep St. Mary’s financially sound.

The December Heating & Air Conditioning Collection brought in
$1,852, the Christmas Flower Collection brought in $2,192 and the
Christmas Offering brought in $19,330.

Thanks to all who do give so generously.

PASTOR’S COLUMN

The feast of the Baptism of the Lord draws our Christmas season to
a close. We begin Ordinary Time (ordinary as in ordinal numbers
... counting time). Ordinary Time begins on Monday, January 11"
and continues to Tuesday, February 16", the day before Ash
Wednesday. We pick it back up when the Easter season ends with
Pentecost on Sunday, May 24.

The General Norms for our liturgical celebrations describes
Ordinary Time as follows: “Apart from those seasons having their
own distinctive character, there remains in the yearly cycle those
weeks (33 or 34) that do not celebrate a specific mystery of Christ.
Rather, especially on Sundays, they are devoted to the mystery of
Christ in all its fullness. This period is known as Ordinary Time.
[General Norms, #43]

I cannot let the Christmas season end without extending a huge
round of thanks to everyone who helped make it so lovely. You
know who you are, but | really hope you know how much I
appreciate what you do and how much what you do helps build up
the family of St. Mary’s.
