COLD AND FLU SEASON IS HERE. So please keep in
mind three things:

1) Refrain from receiving from the cup if you are feeling
ill or have a cold. Eucharistic Ministers are taught to wipe
the chalice with a clean part of the purificator, and the
chalices are washed with hot, soapy water after every Mass.
But if you do not feel well, please do not receive from the
cup. The fullness of Jesus’ presence is in either species
(bread or wine). If you are not receiving from the chalice, it
is customary to make a bow when you pass by as a sign of
respect.

2) You are encouraged to receive the Sacred Body on
your hands rather than the tongue (to avoid passing on saliva
to the Eucharistic Minister).

3) Some people choose to make the sign of peace
through a wave or a bow rather than shaking hands. Please
don’t take it as a sign of disrespect. It is sometimes awkward
to adjust, but a courteous wave back is a friendly response.

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Sabias que en nuestra Didcesis de Springfield sucedieron
una serie de problemas y fue una institucion sin desmerecer otra que
existe en nuestra diécesis que defendieron a los sacerdote me
gustaria comparti con ustedes acerca de La orden de los Caballeros
del Coldn es la organizacién de fraternidad de servicio catélico mas
grande del mundo fundada en los Estados Unidos por el sacerdote
norteamericano, Padre Michael J.Mc Givney en 1882 y nombrada en
honor a Cristobal Colén. La membrecia esta abierta a hombres que
sean catdlicos practicantes y estén en comunion con la Santa Sede.
Los principios de la organizacion son la Caridad, la unidad, la
fraternidad y el patriotismo. Aungue no estan bajo control directo de
la iglesia la organizacion la apoya entusiastamente. Actualmente
cuentan con méas de 1.7 millones de miembros a nivel mundial. El
padre catélico Michael J. Mc Givney fue el fundador de los
Caballeros de Colén en New Haven, Connecticunt. Congregé a un
grupo de varones de la parroquia de Santa Maria para una reunion
de organizacion el 2 de Octubre de 1881 y la orden se incorpord
bajo las leyes del estado de Connecticut el29 de marzo de 1882.
Aunque los primeros consejos se encontraban exclusivamente en ese
estado, la orden se propagé a Nueva Inglaterra y en los siguientes
afios al resto de Estados Unidos. La motivacion principal de la
orden es ser una sociedad de beneficio mutuo. Como padre
parroquial en una comunidad de inmigrantes, McGivney vio lo que
podia pasarle a una familia cuando el sostén de la familia muere y
quiso proveer un seguro para cuidar a la viuda y a los huérfanos
dejados atras. EI mismo vivid esa situacion cuando tuvo que dejar
sus estudios para hacerse cargo de la familia cuando su padre muri6
Al final del siglo XIX, los catélicos eran excluidos regularmente de
los sindicatos y otras organizaciones que otorgaban servicios
sociales. Ademas, a los catolicos se les prohibia el ingreso a las mas
populares organizaciones fraternales, como era el caso de la
masoneria, incluso la propia iglesia impedia el unirseles. McGivney
desed proveer una alternativa. También pensé que el catolicismo y
el fraternalismo no eran incompatibles y quiso fundar una sociedad
que impulsara a los varones a ser orgullosos de su herencia catolica-
americana. McGivney viajé a Boston para examinar la Catholic
Order of Foresters y a Brooklyn para aprender la reciente creacion
del Catholic Benevolent League, ambas ofrecian beneficios de
seguros. Encontrd finalmente una carencia de entusiamo que él
penso necesitar para competir con las sociedades similares de la
época. Expreso el interés de establecer una New Haven Court of the
Foresters, pero el encargado de los Massachusetts Foresters lo
previno de operar fuera de Commonwealth. Los miembros de la
parroquia de St. Mary's (a la que pertenecia McGivney) hicieron una
asamblea y decidieron formar un club que fuera completamente
original. McGivney inicialmente concibié el nombre de "Hijos de
Colén" per James T. Mullen, que luego vendria a ser el primer
Caballero Supremo, sugirié que "Caballeros de Col6n" seria mejor
para capturar la naturaleza ritual de la nueva organizacion. La Orden
fue fundada 10 afios antes del 400 aniversario de la llegada de Col6n
al Nuevo Mundo y en un momento de renovado y gran interés sobre
