FROM THE ASSOCIATE PASTOR 
 

Jesus instructed His disciples to get 

into the boat and precede Him to the 

other shore. After He dismissed the 

crowds, He went into the hills by 

Himself and prayed. When evening 

came, Jesus remained alone. By this 

time, the boat had traveled a few 

miles from land and was being 

tossed by waves, for the winds were 

strong. During the early morning 

hours, Jesus approached the boat, 

walking upon the sea. When the 

disciples saw Him, they were terrified and cried out in fear, “It 

is a ghost!” Jesus replied: “Be courageous, it is I! Do not be 

afraid!” Peter exclaimed: “Lord, if it is really You, allow me to 

walk upon the water as well.” Jesus answered: “Come . . . .” 

 (Matthew 14:22-29) 

 Alleluia: a mere earthly day within the eternal ministry 

of our perfect Savior – Amen! Remarkably, this moment of great 

public accomplishment occurs during a time when Jesus is being 

afflicted by great personal sadness. How do we know?  

 Before He confidently walked upon the turbulent 

waters of ancient Israel (spiritually as well as physically), 

Scripture reveals Jesus being rejected by neighbors (13:57-58) 

and misunderstood by leaders (14:1-13). Even so, He refused to 

be discouraged! Jesus proceeds to touch thousands through the 

Consecration and sharing of Holy Eucharist (14:14-21), then 

allows Himself to be physically touched by those previously 

known as social outcasts: the old, the lame and the deformed 

(14:34-36) – such remarkable generosity!   

 As does the Christ, so must the Christians   . . .  

 Through personal example, Jesus reminds us of the 

essential role prayer and quiet time must have within our daily 

existence. When we feel ―too busy‖ or ―too drained‖ to pray and 

relax, it is then quality time with our Lord through our self is 

most necessary! We are more than our bodies; for authentic 

peace to exist within one part of my being, harmony must be 

present throughout   . . .   

 Therefore, Holy Mother Church rightfully expects—

and provides—for her Priests to pray more than once a day; 

receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation on a regular basis; and 

attend meaningful workshops and Retreats throughout the year 

(Code of Canon Law, c.276 §2). For us to do otherwise would 

clearly be more dangerous than rebellious  . . .

, the 

church celebrates the feast of St. Blaise. This fourth century 

saint was born into a rich and noble family.  He was raised 

with the Christian faith and eventually became the bishop of 

Sebaste in Armenia.  Known for his profound wisdom and 

great love for his people he was sought out by many for 

guidance and help.  The Roman authorities became jealous of 

his popularity and upset by his Christian beliefs.  In time he 

was sentenced to life in darkness. Literally he was locked in a 

dungeon with no windows.  The Christian community still 

visited him to offer support and gain his wisdom.  They 

would sneak candles into his cell so that he could burn them 

when his guards were sleeping.  One popular story tells of 

how he cured a young boy who was choking on a fish bone.  

Hence in honor of Saint Blaise we have the ‗Blessing of the 

Throats‘ with candles. 
 

In anticipation of his feast, we will have the Blessing of 

Throats this weekend (January 30-31).  We ask through the 

intercession of St. Blaise that the Lord will free us from any 

disease of the throat and any other illness.  The presider for 

each Mass will invoke a general blessing and if you want to 

stay afterwards you may approach him (or one of the 

ministers) for an individual blessing.
