FROM THE ASSOCIATE PASTOR 

One day a man walked along the beach after a fierce storm. He 

noticed hundreds of starfish washed upon the shore and slowly 

dying in the sunlight. The man walked farther . . . .  

Soon he came upon a young girl who was carefully picking up the 

starfish, one at a time, and throwing them back into the sea. He 

chuckled and said: “What’s the point? There’s too many; you’re 

not making much of a difference . . . .”  

Refusing to be discouraged, she gently bent down, picked up 

another, tossed it into the sea and replied: “I made a difference to 

that one!”   

With the profound words of this young girl ringing in our ears and 

her sincerity piercing our conscience, we usher in Father’s Day—

and what an awesome celebration it is: Praise God! 

Occasionally, like this innocent child, we too are victimized by 

discouragement: from the words and actions of others, as well as 

from ourselves, when we become unfocused and lose sight of God’s

9.         Read a good story. Children and adults alike enjoy 

an inspiring story, and few stories are more compelling than 

those of the saints, such as St. Therese of Lisieux, St.

10.       Walk with a spiritual friend. A friend can help us to 

work through the concerns that arise in prayer. Good friends 

will hold each other accountable for their prayer life, making 

sure that prayer has not been neglected in the busyness of life. 

For married couples a spouse is often this spiritual friend, but 

God also puts other wise and holy people in our path when 

we need them. They can be the answer to prayer.

SABIAS QUE:  El Papa Benedicto XVI decidío convocar un 

Año sacerdotal especial con ocasión del 150 aniversario de la 

muerte de san Juan María Vianney, cura de Ars, comenzará 

el 19 de junio de 2009 y se concluirá el 19 de junio de 2010, se 

concede el don de indulgencias especiales.  Juan María 

Vianney (Dardilly, 1786-05-08 – Ars, 1859-08-04), apodado el 

Santa Cura de Ars, proclamado patrono de los Sacerdotes 

Cristianos, especialmente de los que tienen cura de almas 

(párrocos).  Nació el 8 de mayo de 1786 en Dardilly, al noroeste 

de Lyon, Francia.  Fue el cuarto de seis hermanos, de una familia 

campesina.  Después de una breve estadía en la escuela comunal 

Juan María inicia sus estudios con el párroco de Ecully, el Padre 

Balley.  Pero ante la insignificancia de sus progresos y como 

otros muchos seminaristas en apuros, hace una peregrinación al 

Santuario de San Juan Francisco Régis en La Louvesc (1806).  

Ese mismo año es dispensado del servicio militar en su calidad 

de aspirante al sacerdocio.  Sin embargo, en 1809, junto con 

otros tres seminaristas, es llamado a las armas.  Sus padres 

buscan inútilmente a un reemplazante, y el 26 de octubre, el 

joven recluta ingresa al cuartel de Lyon para ser enviado al 

ejército de España, via Roanne.  El 6 de enero de 1810, Juan 

María deserta, y con la falsa identidad de Jerónimo Vincent, se 

oculta en los bosques del Forez, en los alrededores de Noes.  

Liberado del servicio militar y de su situación irregular por el 

enrolamiento anticipado de su hermano menor, el desertor 

regresa en octubre de 1810 a casa del párroco Balley.  Recibe la 

tonsura el 28 de mayo siguiente.  Con todo ese pasado encima, 

llega finalmente al Seminario Menor de Verriéres a los 26 años, 

para cursar su filosofía en francés pues su ―debilidad – en los 

estudios – es extrema.‖  Aquí fue compañero de curso otro 

Santo: San Marcelino Champagnat, fundador de los Hermanos 

Maristas.  Tenía buen carácter, pero en conducta sólo sacaba la 

mención ―buena‖, trabajaba ―bien‖ pero el resultado era siempre 

―muy débil.‖  A los 32 años fue ordenado sacerdote y enviado al 

pueblo de Ars, siendo modelo de pastores, por su desinterés, su 

caridad, su pobreza, penitencia, sencilla  y cálida palabra y por 

su asiduidad en el confesionario.  A él acudían sabios e 

ignorantes en demanda de consejo, convirtiéndose su parroquia 

en un centro de peregrinación.  Murió in 1859 y fue canonizado 

por Su Santidad Pio XI en 1925, quien lo proclamó Patrono de 

los Párrocos y Pastores de almas.  Su Santidad Benedicto XVI ha 

dedicado, en honor a este Santo, un año sacerdotal comprendido 

entre el 19 de junio 2009 al 19 de junio 2010 (día del Sagrado 

Corazón de Jesús y Jornada Mundial de los Sacerdotes), en el 

150 aniversario de su muerte, para la santificación de las almas, 

en especial las sacerdotales; además lo ha enriquecido con 

múltiples indulgencias y, al final, lo proclamará patrono de todos 

los sacerdotes del mundo.
