13, 20009.

Formally known as Sr. Joseph Marie, Sr. Carol is
presently celebrating her 50" anniversary of Religious Vows.
Born and raised within Worcester, Sr. Carol has dedicated her
adult life to Jesus-centered ministry within  Western
Massachusetts. During the troubled decades of the 1960’s and
1970’s, she was a respected teacher and guidance counselor
within the Parochial Schools of Springfield, Pittsfield and
Longmeadow. For the last twenty-five years, Sr. Carol has
allowed our non-hearing brothers and sisters (with their families)
to be the center of her life and ministry.

American Sign Language is an honorable and beautiful
form of inter-personal communication; it is composed of proper
grammar, spelling, tenses, even slang. Sr. Carol has been
professionally trained, and assists fellow Christians (who happen
to have a hearing deficiency) to know, trust and love Jesus
within every aspect of their earthly journey. She was nominated
for this prestigious award by Sr. Kathleen Imbruno, ss;j.

“Our Unsung Heroines are women who normally don’t
make the news, but make a difference nonetheless,” says Kira
Dunn, MCSW’s executive director. “They are women who use
their time and talent to show us the meaning of the saying: Be
the change you want to see in the world!”

Humbly admitting that any of her fellow Sisters of
Saint Joseph would be equally or even more worthy of the
award, Sr. Carol accepted it in the name of the entire
Community. The Sisters of Saint Joseph are presently
celebrating their 125" anniversary of ministering within the
Diocese of Springfield. May they grant us many more!
