FROM THE ASSOCIATE PASTOR

On Sunday, 25 October
2009, | had the privilege of
representing our Parish at a
diocesan-wide “Disability Mass”; it
was held at Saint Michael the
Archangel Cathedral in Springfield,
with Bishop  Timothy A,
McDonnell as our host. This
awesome celebration of life (human
as well as divine) was superbly
orchestrated by Jericho and Sr. Joan Magnani, ssj. It was all-
inclusive toward every person and family actively struggling
with an intellectual, physical, emotional or spiritual hardship.

With an abundance of Sunday Liturgies already
celebrated throughout the region, why the need for another?
Because we never gather in God’s House by mere chance or as
strangers; certainly not! Instead, we gather in the Spirit of truth
(John 14:17), Who lavishly bestows wisdom, maturity and grace
(Luke 2:52) upon all: in the present moment, in ways we can
presently understand, through our present circumstances.

Although we come from varied backgrounds, with
different strengths and weaknesses, we are united in our single
goal: authentic intimacy with God, creation and ourselves! How
can such profundity be universally found within every age, race,
language and tribe? Because we come from a single Source,
intelligently called into existence through hope, so we may dwell
in perfect harmony under one Lord; one Faith; one Baptism; one
God and Father of all, who is above all and through all and in
all (Ephesians 4:4-6). Alleluia!

Therefore, in order to be comfortable with God and one
another, | must first be comfortable with myself: in my own skin,
in the here and now, all days to come. Clearly, for peace to reign
within my heart, peace must first be offered, protected and
nurtured by loved ones (human as well as divine) on the outside.
Spiritual, emotional and physical sanity is as basic as this. How
can a person hate the brother he sees, while simultaneously
claiming to love the God he cannot see? (1John 4:20).

Since Jesus has enough love for every part of creation,
humanity included, so must we: As the Father has loved Me, so |
have loved you; remain in My love! If you keep My
commandments, you will remain in My love, just as | have kept
My Father’s commandments and remain in His love! These
things | have spoken to you, so My joy may be in you, and your
joy may be complete! (John 15:9-11). Alleluia!

Our “Disability Mass” was a public witness of love;
our “Disability Mass” was a public profession of Faith. We
actively love every human being, from conception until natural
death; we universally accept all, knowing all are a work in
progress. We trust our Wise Creator; we support our Perfect
Saviour. We love Mother Mary, simply because she is entirely
loveable . ...

I will never tire of repeating these words: what the
poor need most is not pity, but love! They need to feel respect for
their human dignity, which is neither less nor different from the
dignity of any other human being!
