FROM THE ASSOCIATE PASTOR 
 

 
 

Respect (verb, from the Latin, ―respectus‖): to feel or show 

honor and esteem for; to hold in high regard; to treat with 

special deference; to avoid intruding upon or interfering with. 

As a young priest, I spent two summers on the Caribbean island 

of Puerto Rico, learning conversational Spanish and Hispanic 

culture. On weekends, I would joyfully help in various parishes, 

doing whatever was needed most . . . . 

Back in New York, I often heard the Confessions of young 

children. They would routinely speak of ―disobeying my mother 

ten times‖; ―disobeying my father five times‖; ―disobeying my 

teacher three times‖; etc. However, in Puerto Rico, children 

often Confessed differently: ―I didn‘t show respect to my mother 

ten times‖; ―I didn‘t show respect to my father five times‖; ―I 

didn‘t show respect to my teacher three times‖; etc.  

What a difference! In Puerto Rican culture, respect is a basic and 

important virtue. Therefore, the lack of respect—or worse, 

intentional disrespect—toward another is deemed a serious 

social crime! 

Upon careful analysis, there is sound theological basis for this 

practice. It is rooted within the innate dignity of every human 

being as a creature made in the image and likeness of God, 

endowed with certain inalienable rights. Hence, the Church 

clearly teaches that an intentional and serious act of disrespect 

toward another person can rightly be considered a sin . . . . 

History has shown the value of interpersonal diplomacy, 

regarding small matters as well as large. Diplomacy is effective 

when a person has the consistent ability (re: virtue) to choose 

helpful words while practicing them through disarming actions. 

Why such an importance? Because every culture has its own 

standards of regulating social politeness and personal behavior. 

A stranger who does not know or understand them is bound to 

offend, even if he/she speaks the language very well . . . .  

As disciples of Jesus, we are called to love all persons equally: 

friend and foe alike! Even if we struggle with full acceptance of 

their thoughts, words or actions (for whatever reason), we can 

and should respect one another based upon our shared human 

nature . . . .  

Perhaps, if Saint Francis of Assisi were still alive and had the 

ability to rewrite his most famous prayer, he would plead: O 

Divine Master, grant that I may not so much seek to be 

respected, as to respect.
