FROM THE PASTOR

| was out yesterday in my garden. The recent frosts have begun
the end of year harvest. For everything growing above ground
it’s time to be picked. I am hoping to eek out a few more weeks
with the carrots and beets. Even with less than half a day of
sunlight, they seem to prosper.

I’ve got bowls of tomatoes in various stages of green turning
into red. It was a tough year for tomatoes, but with the good
river soil around this neighborhood my plants have done well.
I’ve done a couple batches of sauce so I’ll put these tomatoes out
for the daily Mass people. Next will come the end of the beans
and brussel sprouts, the hot and bell peppers, the cauliflower and
leeks. It’s a great way to share the bounty of the Lord.

Then it’s time to turn things down for the winter. I’ve built up
some good compost and have some creative ideas for next year’s
plantings. | am especially intrigued about growing wheat next
year for a summer beer I hope to brew. So I’ve got to think of
the layout of the garden as | pull up stakes and turn in the
compost.

Fall is an amazing time of harvest. All the work done last
spring, indeed over the last years, comes together in a rush of
produce. The hours of planting and weeding (there was barely
any need to water this summer with all the rain), tending and
pruning are paid back in abundance.

It’s no wonder Jesus uses agricultural metaphors so often in his
teaching. Of course most people of his day were still intimately
connected to the land, so they understood what he was saying
about weeds among the wheat or sowing seed on the path/rocky
ground/fertile soil. They knew the toil of a days labor in the
field and on a gut level sympathized with those who worked all
day and got the same as those who showed up at the last hour.

Parish life is like a garden. There are seasons of great labor and
investing of time. The work starts long in advance of planting.
Then again the seed must be planted. It must be nourished,
tended and cared for. There is marvel in the simple joys of
seeing things grow. There is sadness in knowing some things
have to be pruned (hopefully with wisdom so that pruning
produces a better result). The cycle of life in the garden is a
microcosm of the cycle of life in any church.

In the end | am always left in awe. My garden is something way
bigger than | can take credit for. The life and harvest | may have
been a part of, but in no way can I be the first cause ... or even
the second or third. 1 am simply doing what | can to help the
Lord of the harvest, God, who is the source and sustainer of all
real life.

As the leaves turn colors and the frost nips at the grass, may God
fill you with grace and life and abundant fruit this autumn. May
He show you where to prepare for the next planting. May He
leave you in awe of His amazing gift of life.
